174. Planning Applications  
The Committee considered schedule (PA/Schedule 07-28-09) and RESOLVED to
a. Object N/105/01422/09 60 Gospelgate - Use of UPVC in Conservation Area, Use of Dormer windows not in keeping with area, Lack of amenity space for multiple occupancy, and additional cars to add to on street parking issues.
b. Object N/105/01671/09 101-103 Kidgate - Request Extension as proposed elevations not clear on plans provided.

175. Planning Correspondence.

a. Planning Decisions (Variances) – 
i. N/105/03167/08 Bay 6 Plot 55, Bolingbroke Road. LCC has granted permission, with conditions (details available), to locate and operate a shredder. This development was objected to by LTC.

ii. N/105/00751/09 Wm Morrisons Plc. ELDC has refused consent to display an advertisement which was supported by LTC. Full details are available.

iii. N/105/01262/09 Aura, 20B Upgate. ELDC has refused Listed Building Consent for alterations relating to signage. LTC supported this application with the proviso that the lettering should be painted.

b. Planning Applications Withdrawn – 

i. N/105/01571/09 Alliance Boots, 96-98 Eastgate. This application was withdrawn on 7th July 2009.

c. Planning Appeal to the Secretary of State 

i. Appeal made re: N/105/02953/08 2 Cisterngate retention of 5 No upvc windows and one upvc door on the front elevation and bathroom window to the rear at an existing house. LTC supported this application. If LTC wish to withdraw its comments or make any further representations this should be received by the Planning Inspectorate by 11/08/09. The Committee voted and RESOLVED that the comments submitted should remain.
ii. Appeal allowed re: N/105/03609/08 Halfords Ltd. LTC supported this application which ELDC refused.

178. Free Trees for Parishes
