192. Chairman’s Remarks
There were no remarks from the Chairman.

193. Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from Councillors Coonghe, Dean and Macdonald. These were approved by the Committee. 

194. Declarations of interest:

195. Committee Minutes
The notes of the last meeting held on 9th June 2009 were approved as the Minutes

196. Town Clerks report on matters outstanding
The Town Clerk had no matters to report on.

198. Correspondence Received:
The Committee noted that the following correspondence had been received:
a. From: Federation of Burial and Cremation Authorities Re: Self Review Checklist for Response to Additional Deaths and that this would be discussed at Agenda Item 8.

199. Self Review Checklist
The Committee discussed the data and advice given by the Federation of Burial and Cremation Authorities which advised that whereas only 28% of the population choose burial against cremations a consequence of a pandemic could be that this was quadrupled. The Town Clerk explained that as there are currently approximately 70 burials per annum this could increase to 280 or 3 compartments. The Town Clerk reported that the Emergency Planning unit had not made special arrangements and reported that whilst burial space would not be an issue, labour resources could be.

200. Bike Ride Stride
The Committee discussed arrangements for the Cemetery Chapel ‘Open Day’ to be held in conjunction with St. Aethelheard’s, on Saturday 12th September 2009 and agreed that:
a. A rota of volunteer Councillors (not restricted to the Cemetery Committee) would man the chapel for 1 hour, between the hours of 10am and 2pm.
b. Councillor ID badges would be produced and worn.
c. A Floral display would be arranged by the Chairman.
d. Father Harry of St Aethelheard’s would be consulted as to their plans for the day.
e. Burial records data would be on hand.
f. The Lincolnshire Family History Society would be invited to attend and promote their services.
g. The Open day and the Ride and Stride event be promoted in the media.

201. National Association of Memorial Masons
The Committee supported the request from NAMM that Louth Town Council as the Burial Authority acknowledge and accept the NAMM registration scheme for memorial fixers and memorial masonry businesses.
