211. Kiln Lane Footpath
The Committee noted that the Definitive Map Modification Order was made for Kiln Lane claimed public footpath on 27th July 2009. The objection period will run from 19th August to 30th September after which objectors will be contacted by LCC to discuss and try to resolve issues. After this stage, LCC will submit the claim to the Planning Inspectorate to determine which could progress to a public enquiry.


212. Cast Iron Nameplates
The Committee noted that there are 4 ‘permissions’ still outstanding for the scheme (total 46) and that details of these have been passed to the Town Clerk to progress where possible. Installation of the signs, which have been funded by ELDC, may take place before all of the permissions are received if necessary.


213. Library Notice Board
The Committee received feedback from Councillor Watson regarding the Community Notice Board at the Library, which had been officially opened on 11th August. Councillor Watson reported that for Health and Safety reasons the notice board has been relocated into the main body of the library rather than the foyer, which will also encourage more people to use the facilities. There are also folders containing community information and further posters. It was also confirmed that the window display areas would be made available for community promotions.
