b. ELDC Planning Committee Agenda 03/09/09 N/105/00395/09 Land West of Car Park, Newmarket which was objected to by LTC. The Town Clerk informed the Committee that this application had been refused by the ELDC Planning Committee.
c. Planning Appeal to the Secretary of State N/105/00508/09 2 Aswell Street alterations to existing shop front to provide security roller shutters. The Committee requested that the Town Clerk contact the Planning Inspector to re-confirm the support of the town council on the grounds of health and safety, fear of crime and would not be detrimental to this location of the Conservation Area.
