289. Apologies for Absence

290. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman had no remarks to make.


291. Declarations of interest:
There were no declarations of interest.


292. Presentation by Vaughtons re Civic Chain Jewel.
A presentation was given by Vaughtons representatives Nick Hobbis and Dani Marshallsay who brought with them images of possible designs for the Civic Chain together with samples of the weight and quality of the materials. The Council discussed a number of combinations of shape, designs and materials.

Councillor F.W.P. Treanor joined the meeting at 18.25hrs.

293. Exclusion of the Public and Press
It was then proposed, seconded and RESOLVED that members of the public should be excluded from the following discussions involving financial transactions.

Councillor D. Skinner left the meeting at 19.00hrs.

294. Civic Chain
It was RESOLVED that:
a. The chain should consist of a 40” Belcher Chain in HM Silver Gilt.

b. That the bottom central link should consist of a castellated shield shape to be of an appropriate size to bear the jewel and engraved Louth Town Council 1974.
c. That the shape of the Jewel will be oval and the size will mirror that on the current chain. The Jewel will be die struck in several parts, the centre will be vitreous enamel filled, and all components will be polished and hard gold plated. The back plate will be sand blasted with polished highlights and all the parts chineered together.
d. That the design of the medallions to commemorate Past Mayors will be die struck smaller versions of the bottom central link and will be directly attached to the main chain and that the cost of the die will be part of the purchase of the Civic chain. 
e. That quotation for all of the above will be referred to the GP & F Committee to resolve upon funding sources.




295.  Suspension of Standing Orders
It was proposed by Councillor C. Finch, seconded by Councillor J. Gains and approved by the Council that Standing Orders be suspended in order that an item - purchasing a stock of shields, not on the agenda could be discussed.

296. Procurement of stock of shields
It was RESOLVED that a recommendation be put to the GP & F Committee that for reasons of economies of scale Louth Town Council purchase a stock of Mayors Shields for future purchase by those Mayors.
