335. Committee Minutes
The notes of the last meeting held on 22nd September 2009 were discussed and following a proposal by Councillor T.F. Marris, seconded by Councillor B. Burnett were approved as the minutes.


336. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
In the absence of the Town Clerk, her Secretary, Mrs. L.M. Phillips reported that:
a. Mr. I. Mickleburgh would attend and speak to Councillors at the Planning and Environment Committee Meeting taking place on 24th November 2009.
b. Mr. E. Jorgensen had confirmed that he would arrange for a colleague to inspect the Western Exit of St. Mary’s Cemetery and install a barrier providing that the proposal did not, in trying to address safety concerns, raise other issues.


337. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority: 
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Schedule 10-13-09) and RESOLVED:
a. 2) N/105/01835/09 – Planning Permission – Mr. G. Mc Cranor – 16 Horncastle Road – Object: Drawings are wholly inadequate and as such it is felt that they may not fairly represent any infringement of privacy / overlooking of neighbouring properties.
b. 7) N/105/02241/09 – Listed Building Consent – Abbey National plc – 21 Market Place – Object: Proposed materials unsuitable, size of the sign, size of the lettering and logo on the sign and colour of the sign too overbearing in the Conservation Area.  This sign would have a detrimental visual impact on the street scene in the Conservation Area.
c. 11) N/105/02256/09 – Consent to Display – Abbey National plc – 21 Market Place – Object: Proposed materials unsuitable, size of the sign, size of the lettering and logo on the sign and colour of the sign too overbearing in the Conservation Area.  This sign would have a detrimental visual impact on the street scene in the Conservation Area.
d. 13) N/105/02358/09 – Planning Permission – Mr. S. Addison – Plot at 4 Kenwick Pastures – Object: Original approved plans contravened in terms of height of house.  Present unapproved height felt to be overbearing and has a detrimental visual impact on the existing street scene.

338. Proposed Work to Trees
a. The Committee noted without comment the following proposed work to trees at:
1. At: 62 Church Street, Louth – Proposal: Pollard 1no. Willow Tree to 6m above ground level – Reason: The tree has recently lost a limb, which narrowly missed the bungalow and, therefore, the proposed work is for safety reason
b. The Committee noted without comment that the following tree work had been approved by ELDC and that the applicant has been advised that the work should be carried out to British Standard 3998:1989 “Recommendations for Tree Work” and all work should be carried out outside of the months March to August:
1. At: Within the grounds of Lodge Cottage, Keddington Road, Louth – Work: Reduce lowest 3 limbs of Sycamore Tree over the garden of 3 David Avenue by up to 50% in length

339. Planning Correspondence.
The Committee noted that the following notifications had been received: 
a. Planning Decisions (Variances) – N/105/00602/09 – 25 South Street, Louth – Retention of boundary wall, pillars and gate to a maximum height of 1.2 metres - ELDC have given full planning permission – Louth Town Council objected on the grounds that materials were not consistent with requirements in a conservation area. 
b. Town and Country Planning Act 1990 (as amended) – Location: Whyte Swanne, Eastgate – Nature of Investigation: Untidy Grade 2 listed building – Notification: ELDC have received LTC’s communication and the matter will be fully investigated by an Enforcement Officer shortly.

3. At: Mercer Row (Upgate to Queen Street), Cornmarket, Market Place (up to Fish Shambles) and Eastgate (Town Hall to Northgate junction) – Period: 06.00hrs to 19.00hrs Sunday 6th December 2009 – Reason: Louth Lions Christmas Craft Market – Alternative route: Aswell Street, Newmarket and Upgate.
4. At: Mercer Row and Market Place (from B1520 junction to South side of Eastgate junction), Queen Street (from West of Aswell Street junction to Mercer Row/Market Place junction) – Period: 17.30hrs to 20.00hrs Thursday 26th November 2009 – Reason: Christmas Lights Switch On Ceremony
b. From: Action for Market Towns – Re: Would you like your town to be considered as a host for the next Action for Market Towns Annual Convention?  Expressions of interest in hosting the AMT National Convention in September or October 2010 should be made by 2nd November 2009.

343. Passageway between Burnt Hill Lane and Eastgate
It was RESOLVED that Councillor F.W.P. Treanor should:

a. Attend a meeting on 21st October from 6.30pm at the Louth Pavilion, London Road, organised by ELDC, to discuss the way forward in relation to the above passageway which had become untidy and overgrown; and 
b. Suggest that his Police Cadets be involved in the tidy up project.


344. Feedback from Louth Area Committee
Councillor T.F. Marris reported that he had attended the meeting and had reiterated the Councils feelings about the Fun Fair (these being that it should not have come to town in August (when it rendered Louth’s largest town centre car park virtually unusable in the holiday high season and on a bank holiday).  He announced that he had been assured that the Council’s feelings would be passed on to the relevant people at ELDC for consideration.  Finally, he reported that almost all of the items suggested by Louth Town Council for the Louth Area Committee Agenda had not been placed on the agenda and, furthermore the Chairman had refused to allow some members of Louth Town Council to speak on the items that they had specifically attended the meeting to discuss.  It was RESOLVED that ‘Louth Area Committee – does Louth Town Council have an effective role on this committee and what is the future of this role?’ be included on the agenda of the next Planning and Environment meeting taking place on 27th October for discussion. 


345. Sustainable Development Guide
The Committee noted that:

a. Comments on the above document must be provided to the Head of Spatial Planning by the end of October.  

b. Copies of the document were available to take home but it was requested that Councillors share one hard copy between two.
