397. Minutes

399. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Schedule 11-10-09) and RESOLVED to support all applications.

400. Proposed Work to Trees
The Committee considered proposed work to trees at 3 Maxey Court, which is within the Louth Conservation Area – Proposal: Fell 1no. Lleylandii tree – Reason: to prevent excessive shading.  The Committee noted two letters of objection received from members of the public and following a proposal by Councillor T.F. Marris, seconded by Councillor D.E. Wing it was RESOLVED that Louth Town Council supported the felling of the Lleylandii tree at 3 Maxey Court with the condition that it be replaced by another, more suitable tree.

401. Planning Correspondence
The Committee noted that the following planning correspondence had been received:
a. Planning Decisions (Variances) – ELDC have Refused Planning Permission for N/105/02123/09 – 25 Kestrel Drive – Extensions and alterations to existing dwelling to include 2 no. enlarged bedrooms on the first floor and the raising of the roof height to provide 1 no. additional bedroom, an en-suite and walk-in wardrobe.  Louth Town Council supported this application on 22nd September 2009.


402. Correspondence
The Committee noted that correspondence had been received from LCC Re: Louth Art Trail – removal of damaged leaf, Westgate Fields, Louth – (see attached).  Following a proposal by Councillor C. Finch, seconded by Councillor T.F. Marris it was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk should ascertain the cost of replacing the leaf and report back to Council.
