MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF PLANNING AND ENVIRONMENT COMMITTEE 
HELD IN THE COUNCIL CHAMBER, TOWN HALL, LOUTH 
ON TUESDAY 8TH DECEMBER 2009

459. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman informed the Committee that the Planning Applications for Sainsbury’s Supermarket, Eve Street and the Biomass Plant on Fairfield Industrial Estate will be considered by ELDC Planning Committee on 17th December 2009.  It was noted that the Planning Authority for the Biomass Plant is LCC and Councillor Mrs. P.F. Watson agreed to let the Council know of LCC’s decision.


460. Apologies for absence
Apologies for absence were received from Councillors J.P. Dean, D.M. Skinner, D.E. Wing and Mrs. E. Wood.  These were approved by the Committee.


461. Declarations of Interest

d. Councillor C. Finch – any item from or relating to ELDC as a member of ELDC.

e. Councillor J.E. Gains – Agenda Item 6) (4) Planning Application N/105/02680/09 – 1 Howard Fields Way – as an acquaintance of the applicant.
462. Minutes
Notes of the last meeting held on 24th November 2009 were discussed and following a proposal by Councillor T.F. Marris, seconded by Councillor K.A. Sharp were approved as the Minutes.

463. Town Clerk’s Report On Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk provided updates on the following:
a. Kiln Lane Footpath – due to the fact that there are 2 outstanding objections (that have not been withdrawn) to the order that has been made for the footpath, LCC will now be referring the matter to the Planning Inspectorate.  Due to the amount of user evidence, the Planning Inspectorate are expected to hold a Public Enquiry. 
b. Flooding issues arising from Surface Water sources in the area of Kenwick Road / Legbourne Road: The Multi Agency Group has submitted a funding bid to DEFRA to complete the major works required.

464. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority: 
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Schedule 12-08-09) and it was RESOLVED that all applications be supported with no additional comments.  

Councillor J.E. Gains left the room while application 4) N/105/02680/09 was discussed.

465. Proposed Work to Trees
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (Tree/Schedule 12-08-09) and it was RESOLVED:
a. (1) KEN/18.11.09A – Remove 1 No. Norway Spruce - 19 Lee Street - to object to the work until adequate reasons are provided and proposal includes suitable replacement.
b. (3) KEN/18.11.09C – Remove 2 No. Lleylandii trees – 40 Westgate – to support the request with the condition that the trees are replaced by native varieties.
c. All other applications were supported.

466. Planning Correspondence.
The Committee noted that the following notifications had been received: 
a. Planning Decisions (Variances)
i. ELDC have given Consent to Display 1 no. set of non-illuminated vinyl window text on existing listed building re: N/105/02256/09 – 21 Market Place.  Louth Town Council objected to this on 13th October 2009 because the proposed materials were unsuitable, size of the sign, size of the lettering and logo on the sign and colour of the sign were too overbearing in the Conservation Area.  The sign would have a detrimental visual impact on the street scene in the Conservation Area.

Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders requested that a letter of explanation regarding the above decision be provided from the case officer, as she felt that ELDC were not fulfilling their obligations to the Conservation area in Louth by allowing this Consent to Display. This was supported by the Committee.
ii. ELDC have refused Planning Permission for N/105/02242/09 – 8 Brookside, Louth – Erection of a detached single garage and construction of an access to front of property.  Louth Town Council supported this on 13th October 2009.
